People’s Artist of the RSFSR,
Soloist of the State Academic Bolshoi Theatre
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The Ukraine has always been renowned for its wonderful voices.
Wherever you go, wherever you travel you will always hear a song.
The Ukrainians are very prodigious in gifted singers and musicians.
It is in the Ukraine that G. Oleinichenko was born and brought up.
She spent her childhood in the village of Budionovka in the Odessa
region. When she was twelve she entered the Stoliarsky Musical
School, the harp class and later continued to study in the vocal
class. Graduated from the school G. Oleinichenko entered the Con-
servatoire in the class of Assistent Professor N. A. Urban and fini-
shed it with excellent marks in 1953.

When Galina was a fourth year student she was invited to sing
in the Odessa Opera House where she made a successful debut as
Gilda in “Rigoletto” by G. Verdi. Apart from Gilda she sang at the
same theatre the part of Violetta in Verdi’s “Traviata”, Antonida in
Glinka’s .Ivan Susanin”, Volkhova in “Sadko” by Rimsky-Korsakov,
Nastia in “Taras’'s Family” by Kabalevsky.

In 1953 at the World Youth Festival in Budapest she won the
first prize at the competition of singers and in 1956 she became the
first prize winner at the All Union Competition of Singers in
Moscow.

In 1957 she was a participant of the World Competition of Sin-
gers in Toulouse, France. She got the Grand Prix and defeated the
two hundred singers from Europe, Latin America and the U.S.A. The
day after millions of French saw and admired G. Oleinichenko on TV.

A French newspaper wrote: “power, beauty and charm of her voi-
ce are not inferior to those of the celebrated Italian singer Amelita
Galli-Curci”.

In the years 1955-1957 she was a soloist of the Shevchenko Ope-
ra Theatre in Kiev.

From 1957 she is a soloist of the Bolshoi. It is always with great
success that the sings the leading parts in “The Barber of Siviglia“
as Rosina, Violetta in “Traviata”, Gilda in “Rigoletto” Antonida in
“Tvan Susanin”, Liudmila in “Ruslan and Liudmila”, Volkhova in
“Sadko”, the Swan Queen in “Tzar Saltan”.

In 1964 the title of People’s Artist of the RSFSR was conferred
on her for the distinguished merits in vocal art.

G. Oleinichenko is not known as an opera singer alome, but her
chamber concerts enjoy great popularity too. Very often she  goes on
tours of the country and also abroad. Her performances in recitals
and operas in Great Britain, France, Belgium, Austria, Greece, Cze-
choslovakia, Hungary, Albania, People’s China, Bulgaria, Poland
Romania have been highly estimated by the public.
